Cleat Mounted Cabinet:
» All base and wall mounted cabinets are shipped with the top half cleat installed on the upper
back side of cabinets and a spacer block at the bottom.
» Tall cabinets are not cleat mounted.

Extended sides options:
+ All cabinets can be configured to extend the sides flush to the wall, hiding the cleat gap, to
create a seamless look.
* When mounting multiple cabinets on one cleat, it's best to have the extended sides at each
end of the run.

Step 1: Carefully unbox cabinets. Make sure all required hardware is accounted for. Review the design
spec and stage cabinets according to layout. Remove any doors, drawers and shelving if applicable. Take
note of any plumbing or electrical. If necessary, make any required cutouts in the back of the base
cabinets before installing.

Note:
Grain direction on door and drawer fronts are matched. Make sure to organize fronts in a manner to be
correctly re-installed later.

Star levelling at the highest end, space for toe kick should never be less than 4” high.

Cleat mounting:

» Base cabinets include one top half cleat. (Tall storage cabinets are not cleat mounted)

« Wall cleats are ordered separately and are available in 48”, 72” and 96” lengths.

» Cleat mounting is option for base cabinets and is not an option for tall storage cabinets.

« Wall cleats can be field cut to the required length. The required length is 2 2" less the nominal length.
» For ease of installation, adjacent cabinets should use a shared wall cleat.
