The Results

For the workspace, Day-to-Day height adjust-
able tables were incorporated into the Matrix
Panel System to create comfort and ergonomics
for employees. Panels remained low with frosted
glass screens. Calibrate Series Storage and L

space within the 300 workstations. For the 125
Private Offices, Calibrate Series Casegoods were
used, which provided visual continuity between
workstations and private offices. This was also the
case in the conference rooms, which used
powered Calibrate Conferencing Tables.
